 "For conspicuous gallantry and intrepidity at the risk of his life above and beyond the call of duty.  


The reconnaissance patrol led by 1
st
 Lt. Reasoner had deeply penetrated heavily controlled enemy 


territory when it came under extremely heavy fire from an estimated 50 to 100 Viet Cong 


insurgents.  Accompanying the advance party and the point that consisted of 5 men, he immediately 


deployed his men for an assault after the Viet Cong had opened fire from numerous concealed 


positions.  Boldly shouting encouragement, and virtually isolated from the main body, he organized 


a base of fire for an assault on the enemy positions.  The slashing fury of the Viet Cong machinegun 


and automatic weapons fire made it impossible for the main body to move forward.  Repeatedly 


exposing himself to the devastating attack he skillfully provided covering fire, killing at least 2 Viet 


Cong and effectively silencing an automatic weapons position in a valiant attempt to effect the 


evacuation of a wounded man.  As casualties began to mount his radio operator was wounded and 


1
st
 Lt. Reasoner immediately moved to his side and tended his wounds.  When the radio operator 


was hit a second time while attempting to reach a covered position, 1
st
 Lt. Reasoner courageously 


running to his aid through the grazing machinegun fire fell mortally wounded.  His indomitable 


fighting spirit, valiant leadership and unflinching devotion to duty provided the inspiration that 


was to enable the patrol to complete its mission without further casualties.  In the face of almost 


certain death he gallantly gave his life in the service of his country. His actions upheld the highest 


traditions of the Marine Corps and the U.S. Naval Service."

On 18 August 1966, with nine months of service in Vietnam, LCpl. Edward Rykoskey was considered to be a well-


trained and experienced "old hand." On that date he was assigned as the radio operator of a four man reconnaissance 


patrol. The team's mission was to locate, identify and report on enemy activity in the forested mountains 


approximately 9 miles due north of An Hoa and 11 miles southwest of DaNang, Quang Nam Province, South 


Vietnam.  


After completing its mission, the team was 


moving toward a pre-briefed rendezvous point 


for pickup when they were ambushed by a 


Viet Cong (VC) force of unknown size.  


During the ensuing firefight, LCpl. Rykoskey 


was struck by small arms fire and fell to the 


ground.  Other team members tried to reach 


him, but because of the intense enemy fire, 


they were unable to do so before being forced 


to withdraw.  


The three remaining team members 


successfully escaped and evaded to a safe 


location where they were extracted by 


helicopter.  Later they reported that when they 


were forced to retreat, Edward Rykoskey had 


been wounded and was either unconscious or 


dead.  Further, they were unable to determine 


the extent or location of his wounds.  


Search and rescue (SAR) efforts commenced immediately for the LCpl. Rykoskey.  They continued for 


approximately four days, but were unable to find any trace of the missing radio operator or his equipment in and 


around the ambush site.

 "For conspicuous gallantry and intrepidity at the risk of his life above and beyond the call of duty.  The 


reconnaissance patrol led by 1
st
 Lt. Reasoner had deeply penetrated heavily controlled enemy territory when 


it came under extremely heavy fire from an estimated 50 to 100 Viet Cong insurgents.  Accompanying the 


advance party and the point that consisted of 5 men, he immediately deployed his men for an assault after the 


Viet Cong had opened fire from numerous concealed positions.  Boldly shouting encouragement, and 


virtually isolated from the main body, he organized a base of fire for an assault on the enemy positions.  The 


slashing fury of the Viet Cong machinegun and automatic weapons fire made it impossible for the main body 


to move forward.  Repeatedly exposing himself to the devastating attack he skillfully provided covering fire, 


killing at least 2 Viet Cong and effectively silencing an automatic weapons position in a valiant attempt to 


effect the evacuation of a wounded man.  As casualties began to mount his radio operator was wounded and

st
 Lt. Reasoner immediately moved to his side and tended his wounds.  When the radio operator was hit a 


second time while attempting to reach a covered position, 1
st
 Lt. Reasoner courageously running to his aid 


through the grazing machinegun fire fell mortally wounded.  His indomitable fighting spirit, valiant 


leadership and unflinching devotion to duty provided the inspiration that was to enable the patrol to complete 


its mission without further casualties.  In the face of almost certain death he gallantly gave his life in the 


service of his country. His actions upheld the highest traditions of the Marine Corps and the U.S. Naval 


Service."

Reconnaissance patrol Partyline One was attacked by NVA forces during an emergency 


extraction of the patrol from the Southern A Shau Valley on 3 August, 1967.  Three patrol members, 


James P. McGrath, John B. Nahan III and Jack Wolpe, and a crewman, Thomas A Gopp, from the CH-46 


were killed when a rocket propelled grenade exploded inside the helicopter as it was hovering in the 


landing zone while attempting the extract.    


 


The surviving patrol members and air crew were subsequently extracted by the back-up helicopter.  


 


 The enemy situation in and around the landing zone prevented the recovery of the three KIA’s bodies.

Operating South of the Demilitarized Zone (DMZ), Republic of Vietnam 


11 June 1967 


 


 Reconnaissance patrol  Somersail One was scheduled for insertion by a CH-46 into a position 


on the southern border of the Demilitarized Zone (DMZ) four kilometers north of Hill 208 and 900 meters 


west of Hill 174, both well known NVA positions.  


 


 As the CH-46 approached the LZ it snapped up vertically and then rolled inverted tumbling end 
over end and crashed.  It was seen spiraling out of control and the rear blades were seen 
separating.  The helicopter crashed then burst into flames with the loss of all seven Somersail - 
One patrol members; Jim E  Moshier, James E Kooi,  Michael W Havranek,  John J  Foley,  Dennis R 


Christie, Charles D Chomel, James E Widener, and all the CH -46’s crewmen; John S Oldham, Curtis R 


Bolscheid, Jose J Gonzales, Thomas M. Hanratty  


 


The enemy presence in the area prohibited recovery of the bodies at the time.

Citation: "For conspicuous gallantry and intrepidity at the risk of his life above and beyond the call of duty as a platoon 


commander with the 3rd Force Reconnaissance Company. While on a long-range reconnaissance mission, 2ndLt. Graves' 


eight-man patrol observed seven enemy soldiers approaching their position. Reacting instantly, he deployed his men and 


directed their fire on the approaching enemy. After the fire had ceased, he and two patrol members commenced a search of 


the area, and suddenly came under a heavy volume of hostile small arms and automatic weapons fire from a numerically 


superior enemy force. When one of his men was hit by the enemy fire, 2nd Lt. Graves moved through the fire-swept area to his 


radio and, while directing suppressive fire from his men, requested air support and adjusted a heavy volume of artillery and 


helicopter gunship fire upon the enemy. After attending the wounded, 2ndLt. Graves, accompanied by another marine, moved 


from his relatively safe position to confirm the results of the earlier engagement. Observing that several of the enemy were 


still alive, he launched a determined assault, eliminating the remaining enemy troops. He then began moving the patrol to a 


landing zone for extraction, when the unit again came under intense fire which wounded two more marines and 2ndLt. 


Graves. Refusing medical attention, he once more adjusted air strikes and artillery fire upon the enemy while directing the 


fire of his men. He led his men to a new landing site into which he skillfully guided the incoming aircraft and boarded his 


men while remaining exposed to the hostile fire. Realizing that one of the wounded had not embarked, he directed the aircraft 


to depart and, along with another marine, moved to the side of the casualty. Confronted with a shortage of ammunition, 2ndLt. 


Graves utilized supporting arms and directed fire until a second helicopter arrived. At this point, the volume of enemy fire 


intensified, hitting the helicopter and causing it to crash shortly after liftoff. All aboard were killed. 2ndLt. Graves' outstanding 


courage, superb leadership and indomitable fighting spirit throughout the day were in keeping with the highest traditions of 


the Marine Corps and the U.S. Naval Service. He gallantly gave his life for his country."

For conspicuous gallantry and intrepidity at the risk of his life above and beyond the call of duty while 


serving as a machine gunner with Company C, 3rd Reconnaissance Battalion, in connection with 


operations against enemy forces.  Early in the morning PFC Jenkins' 12-man reconnaissance team was 


occupying a defensive position at Fire Support Base Argonne south of the Demilitarized Zone.  


Suddenly, the Marines were assaulted by a North Vietnamese Army platoon employing mortars, 


automatic weapons, and hand grenades.  Reacting instantly, PFC Jenkins and another Marine quickly 


moved into a 2-man fighting emplacement, and as they boldly delivered accurate machine gun fire 


against the enemy, a North Vietnamese soldier threw a hand grenade into the friendly emplacement.  


Fully realizing the inevitable results of his actions, PFC Jenkins quickly seized his comrade, and 


pushing the man to the ground, he leaped on top of the Marine to shield him from the explosion.  


Absorbing the full impact of the detonation, PFC Jenkins was seriously injured and subsequently 


succumbed to his wounds.  His courage, inspiring valor and selfless devotion to duty saved a fellow 


Marine from serious injury or possible death and upheld the highest traditions of the Marine Corps 


and the U.S. Naval Service.  He gallantly gave his life for his country.
